1.	 Reading to their child

same time; set meal times; regular play times, etc... ) 

3.	 Don't let the child know you have reservations about them 
beginning school 

4.	 Take school seriously (ex: Arrive at school on time; take 
interest in their schoolwork; take part in school activities; attend 
parent-teacher conferences; ask them about their day at 
school, etc... ) 

5.	 At least a week prior to beginning school begin a school day 
routine (ex: Early bedtime, early awakening, breakfast, etc... )
